Directions: Take either Route 2 or 190 to Sandpoint. Head north through Bonners Ferry over
the Kootenai and up the hill. At the lights, go right on 2 heading east to Troy, MT. A little
over 6 miles from the Montana state line (about 24 miles from Bonners Ferry) and at the bot-
tom of a steep hill you will find the Yak River Campground. There are two sides of the camp
so look for our sign. We’'ll be on the East Side.

Food: We will have a potluck dinner on Saturday night.

Float Trip: You will need a drift boat or a pontoon boat. Float tubes will not work here.
There are several places to wade or fish from the bank. Bring your life jackets.

Flies: Elk Hair Caddis, Prince Nymphs, Black Chernobyl Ants, Pale Morning Dun, Stimula-
tors, Pheasant Tail Nymph, Parachute Adams, emergers, rusty spinners, all forms of caddis,
Bead Head Pheasant Tail, stoneflies and prince, San Juan worms, wooly buggers, ants, hop-
pers and tarantulas. Jan recommends that you use Royal Ruffs, PMDs and Hoppers, stating
that these usually work well on this river.

MISSOURI RIVER OUTING—SEPTEMBER 13TH TO 15TH

We’ll be meeting at The Trout Shop in Craig at 8am (mountain
time). The Plan is for those who want to camp is to stay at
Stickney Creek CG. Craig Exit 234, then 4 1/2 miles north on
Recreation Road. You Get to Craig going East on 90 past Mis-
soula, N. on 200 over Rogers Pass to Hwy. 287, SE to Wolf
Creek and North 11 miles on 15 to Craig.

Some suggestions as for flies would include, Olive and Brown
Caddis, Stimulators, Mahogany Dunn’s, Midges, Prince Nymphs,
PT Nymphs and Copper Johns.

The Spokane River should be settled down and fishing well by this time of
the year. Itis best fished by floating, but walk-in fishing will also be avail-
able. Spent wing and soft hackle caddis are usually a good bet in a tannish/
orange body color. Sometimes PT nymphs work well and there are some
PMD hatches.

We will meet at the parking lot on the North side of the river, West of the PJ
Meenach bridge, at 9:00 am. The float from Peaceful Valley to the takeout at
the parking lot area takes about 3 to 4 hours.
